First versions of the site

Rewrote frontend in as SPA (ember.js)

our liquidsoap setup
● Dj harbor input (auth’ed by hitting our API)
● Fallback to default playlist 
● Output processed with stereo_tool
● Dj harbor input saved with output.file
● telnet/socket control to skip tracks/boot users etc
● Output to icecast (mp3/ogg) and a relay

How we recruited DJs
● Started out just asking my friends
● Emailed some DJs I liked to ask about guest mixes
● Now there is an application form, responses are sent to our chat room

● Build and run the station together democratically as a community in a 

cooperative fashion



Future plans
● Move from Patreon to my own subscription based system, split revenue with 

DJs and other supporters
● Implement a cute tipping system for DJs
● Re-do the architecture to fully integrate with video
●  Allow DJs to stream audio and video with OBS
